Q7 source 1
http://www.betterhealth.vic.gov.au/bhcv2/bhcarticles.nsf/pages/Partying_safely_tips_for_teenagers 
	The Victoria Police Partysafe Program is about minimising the risks to safety at parties such as violence, intoxicated guests, or gatecrashers so that hosts and their guests can stay safe and have fun.The program allows you to register your party with the police online or at your local police station.  The registration form is important to ensure police are aware of the event and can provide timely assistance if things start to get out of hand.  
Victoria Police provides policing services to the Victorian community 24 hours a day, seven days a week, working to keep over 5.6 million Victorians safe.  Victoria Police is a large organisation employing more than 15,761 people including police members, public servants, protective services officers, forensic scientists and other specialists.

These people work from more than 500 locations across the state, ensuring that a safe and secure society underpins the economic, cultural and social wellbeing of Victoria.
	· Before a party is scheduled, to take place you can make the police aware by going online or to your local police station and completing a Party Safe sheet. Police will dive past the venue a couple of times dealing with any issues and insuring people are safe.
	Safe partying at home

-Register your party with your local police at least one week in advance.

-Insist that the party is ‘invitation only’ to reduce the risk of gate-crashers. Ask your guests not to spread the word to others via SMS or the internet.

-Indicate clearly on the invitation whether the party is ‘alcohol free’ or if alcohol is provided or is BYO. Say whether cigarette smoking is permitted. State firmly that illegal drugs are not welcome.

-Make sure you have responsible adults on hand to monitor the party. 

-Make sure the host (and the host’s parents and other responsible adults) remain sober so that any problems can be dealt with quickly and safely.

-Consider a hired security guard – It may seem extreme, but it could give you (and your guests) additional peace of mind.

-Have a plan of action if a guest becomes drunk or ill. This might involve arranging for them to get home safely, or calling 000 if they’re seriously ill.

-Ask gate-crashers to leave immediately or threaten that the police will be called. Follow through with your threats.

-Call the police if you feel that a situation is beyond your control.

	 Responsible Party is a pan-European campaign to raise awareness among students about responsible drinking and contribute to the reduction of excessive and inappropriate consumption of alcohol among students.

So far, 38 Responsible Parties have been organized in 17 countries, reaching more than 26 000 European students!

	Party safe registration forms are available from your local Police Station, simply complete the registration form and hand to the police member.

-Party Safe decreases the likelihood of antisocial behaviour, and offences occurring by providing police with the opportunity to prevent incidents

Obtaining written/verbal permission from the parent/spouse or guardian for the consumption of alcohol by a child under the age of 18 years is highly recommended as it abides by the Victorian state law.

-The benefits of notifying your neighbours is the decreased risk they will call the police if for e.g. the music is to loud

- Supply the alcohol yourself so you know what type and quantity is at your party. This rules out the chance of any nasty surprises if the police turn up.
